A  RESOLUTION RATIFYING THE BUILDING INSPECTION
CONTRACT BY AND BETWEEN THE CITY OF STOW AND THE
VILLAGE OF PENINSULA AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the duly elected Village Council of the Village of
Peninsula, Ohio by and through the Mayor, offered a Building Inspection
Proposal to the City of Stow; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Stow, Ohio voted in
favor of the proposed arrangement; and,

WHEREAS, the terms of the aforementioned contract shall permit
the City of Stow to provide Building Inspection services for the Village of
Peninsula; and,

WHEREAS, the duly elected Village Council of the Village of
Peninsula, Ohio, deems it necessary and proper to enter into the
aforementioned agreement;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE DULY ELECTED
COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF PENINSULA, OHIO, TO WIT:

Section 1: Purpose:  The duly elected Council of the Village of
Peninsula, Ohio hereby acknowledges, accepts, adopts, and ratifies the
Building Inspection Contract by and between The City of Stow, Ohio, a
municipal corporation and the Village of Peninsula, Ohio.  The
aforementioned Building Inspection Contract is hereby incorporated by
reference into the corpus of this legislative act.

Section 2:  Authorization: The Mayor of the Village of Peninsula, Ohio
is hereby authorized and directed to enter into said contract and otherwise to
properly execute the same and to further carry out its terms.

Section 3: Adoption: The above contract is entered into and adopted by
the Village of Peninsula, Ohio. The City of Stow, Ohio shall hereby and
hereafter provide Building Inspections services for the Village of Peninsula,
Ohio. Nothing in this act or the contract appertaining thereto shall be
construed to vest the City of Stow or its several executive or administrative

agencies with zoning or building inspection powers. These are non-
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such declaration shall not have any effect on the validity of the remaining
parts, sentences, paragraphs, sections, and clauses of this Resolution.

Section 5: Open Meeting:  That it is found and determined that all
formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this
Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Council and that all
deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that resulted in
such formal action were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with
all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Section 6: Emergency: That this Resolution is declared to be an
emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace,
health, safety, comfort, convenience and general welfare of the inhabitants, to
provide for the immediate fiscal administration of the Village; and for the safe,
consistent, and timely management of the Village’s buildings, architectural plans,
and zoning schema; thereby, promoting the public peace, health, safety, comfort,
convenience and general welfare of the inhabitants of the Village of Peninsula and
that the Resolution receives the necessary number of votes to take effect and be
enforced from and after its passage as it shall take effect and be enforced from and
after the earliest period allowed by law.

Section 7:  Effective Date: This Resolution shall take effect on Feiy,m:, I3
