A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SUBMISSION OF A GRANT TO
THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF THE INTERIOR WITH
APPLICATION THROUGH THE CUYAHOGA VALLEY NATIONAL
PARK SERVICE AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the duly elected Village Council of the Village of
Peninsula, Ohio wishes to protect and secure critical financial resources
from the United States Department of the Interior for the purpose of road
maintenance in the Village; and,

WHEREAS, said funding may be secured by participation in the
National Park Services’ Road Rehabilitation Assistance Program; and,

WHEREAS, the Village of Peninsula, Ohio has received a Letter of
Commitment from the United States Department of the Interior, expressing
the Department’s willingness to issue grant funding to the Village of
Peninsula for the aforementioned purpose; and,

WHEREAS, the duly elected Village Council otherwise deems it
necessary and proper to seek said funding from the National Park Service, in

particular with a project proposal to the Cuyahoga Valley National Park
Service;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE DULY ELECTED
COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF PENINSULA, OHIO, TO WIT:

Section 1A: Contractual Authorization: The Village Council hereby
authorizes the various executive departments and agencies of the Village of
Peninsula, Ohio, to apply for a grant, by and through the Cuyahoga Valley
National Park Service, with the United States Department of the Interior.
The Village of Peninsula, Ohio shall hereby apply for a grant pursuant to the
National Park Service Road Rehabilitation Assistance Program.

Section 1B: Spending Authorization: The Village Council hereby
authorizes the Village of Peninsula to apply the necessary local project
portion funding amount to the grant proposal approved in section 1A of this
Resolution. Therefore, the Village Fiscal Officer is hereby directed to tender
payment in the amount of $3,797.00 (three thousand, seven hundred, and
ninety-seven dollars) as and when the National Park Services shall direct.
